1. OBJECTIVE REFERENCES

2. PREPARATION

	2.1   Location of test


	The training centre or other venue where supervision and appropriate working conditions will be provided.

	2.2   Requirements


	Microcomputer or Workstation, with suitable software for development of a web site; two different browsers; access to a printer capable of graphical output.



	2.3   Tutor notes
	Candidates who do not have access to proprietary Web Page editing software, but have to generate HTML source code manually, will require 1 hour 30 minutes extra time to complete stage 2 of this assignment.



	
	Candidates are not expected to investigate the external hyperlinks during this assessment and will need to research appropriate files beforehand.



	
	This assignment may be taken over more than one session.  Tutors must ensure that all candidate materials are collected at the end of each session and that the work presented represents only that produced by the candidate in the time allocated.



	
	Candidates must be allowed to read through the instructions before starting the assignment.



	
	The assignment is divided into two stages, which may be carried out in separate sessions.  


	
	2 hours is allowed for stage 1, 3 hours for stage 2.



	
	Stage 1 should be marked before candidates proceed to the next stage. If candidates do not succeed in completing stage 1, the must be allowed to attempt to improve their work and resubmit it for marking.


3. CANDIDATE’S INSTRUCTIONS

This assignment is in two stages, which may be carried out, in separate sessions.  In the first stage you are required to produce a design specification for a small web site, consisting of three web pages, to advertise a company’s products.

The web site may be contained within a frameset frame. It must contain links from each page to the web’s home page and two external links to other web sites.

In the second stage of the assignment you are expected to create and test the web site you designed.

STAGE 1 – DESIGN

3.1 The time allowed for this stage is 2 hours.  You are advised to read, and ensure that you understand, all of the candidate instructions before commencing work.

You will not have access to the computer for this part of the assignment.

3.2 Create the design documents for your company web site as follows:

3.2.1 Create a project plan for the production of a small web site.

3.2.2 Draw structure diagrams to show the links between each page of the web site

3.2.3 Create a sketch of a consistent layout for each page.

3.2.4 Produce a design for the site showing the layout of each of the three pages, which shows the placement of the following:



Title





Icons





Text




Frames

3.2.5 Produce an action plan/task list for the incremental development of the site. 

3.3 When your design is complete, write your name the date and the number of this assignment on each sheet of paper and hand them to your tutor. 

Your design will be marked, and if it does not meet the assessment criteria, it                      will be returned to you with some indication of the areas that need improvement.  You then have the opportunity to improve the design. 

STAGE 2 – CREATION AND TESTING

3.4 On successful completion of the design stage, you are required to create and test the web site you have designed.  The time allowed for this section of the assignment is 3 hours.

3.5 Access the web page creation software provided and create the web site model in accordance with the design you created in stage 1 as follows:

3.5.1 Create a directory and subdirectories to hold the files for your web pages. 

3.5.2 Set an appropriate background for the pages.

3.5.3 Select suitable settings for the text and page format.

3.5.4 Enter titles and headings as appropriate. 

3.5.5 Insert the icons to be used to return to the home page. 

3.5.6 Insert any features necessary to implement the standard layout for each page.

3.6 Improve and adjust the design as necessary and use the facilities available to improve the presentation and to produce an attractive, clear layout.

3.7 Save the home page of the web site with the filename index.html
3.8 (You will receive bonus marks if you use a frameset in your site. If you decide to do this, rename your home page to home.html and call your frameset index.html).

3.9 Enter the content for the pages to include the following:

Two external hyperlinks to other web site

3.10 Save the additional HTML files with appropriate filenames.

3.11 Test the web pages in at least two different browsers to ensure that it operates correctly for the following activities:

3.11.1 Links to the pages within the web site

3.11.2 Links to external web sites

3.11.3 (Bonus) Site is contained within a frameset

3.12 Test and make corrections as necessary to ensure that the web pages operate correctly.

3.13 Collect and hand in evidence. Produce a printout of the HTML source code. On the printout highlight the following elements:

the two external hyperlinks

the links to the homepage

Add your name the date and the number of this assignment to all documents to be submitted and hand them in.

Ensure that the HTML files are sensibly named and made available to the tutor.
